· It is strongly recommended that students take MATH 315 as a psychology elective, after completing the prerequisite.  Many undergraduate programs include an intermediate statistics course, and some graduate programs may expect it as a requirement for admission.  A fuller understanding of statistical analysis will also provide students with an advantage when reading the empirical literature.

· PSYC 228 and PSYC 323 are precluded courses, however, only PSYC 323 may be used for foundational course credit in the degree program.
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
