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Overview

Women and Unions is about women’s paid and unpaid work. It is about
women’s struggles against the gendered division of labour, and the
discrimination and exclusion that come with it. It is also about women’s
struggles against employers who take advantage of women’s subordinate
position in labour markets and about the fight that union sisters had, and still
have, inside the labour movement to be heard and recognized as equals by
their union brothers. The main focus of this course is on women and unions in
Canada, but it also puts women’s struggles into a historical and global
perspective.
